4 — 2. Adjustment of Trolley Width

A WARNING

Securely bend the split pins when assembling to prevent the trolley from falling.

e Assemble Shaft (10) and Pins (11) on Frames while adjusting the trolley width to the rail according to
Table 1 andFigure 1.
@ Attach Washers (12) to Pins (11), and fix Pins (11) with Split Pins (13) . Securely bend Spiit pins
(13).
NOTE : When installing the trolley on the middle of the rail, slightly bend one Spiit pin (13) to avoid
slipping out. Never reuse the split pins which are completely bent. Always replace the split pins
with new ones.

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4 — 3. Installation of Trolley on Rail (See Figure 1)
@ [nstall the trolley from the rail end.
e If the trolley cannot be installed from the rail end :
Remove Split pin (13), which was slightly bent when adjusting the trolley width, and remove
Pin (11) and Frame (1) . Install the trolley on the rail and reassemble. Securely bend Split pin (13)
after reassembly. (See the WARNING of Section 4 — 2. on Page 4.)

4 — 4. |Installation of Stoppers at Rail Ends

A\ WARNING

Always install stoppers at the rail ends to prevent the trolley from falling.

@ Prepare stoppers according to Table 2 and Figure 2. Decide the mounting position depending on
the wheel size.

@ Painting the stoppers with the color different from the rail is recommended to call attention for avoiding
collision.
